PORTLAND, Ore., April It oP

Teamsters stayed off the Job todayat seven Portland transfer firms In
what was described as an effort to
bring contract negotiation problemto a head.

Jack Schlaht. business agent for
the 1300 AFL Teamsters here, said
only about ISO workers were In-
volved.

"We don't want a strike here and
we won't put out picket at the.
seven plants until Tuesday or
Wednesday," he said. "We hopthis action will bring results.

Schlaht said the points at Issue
are hours and pay the union
originally asking an Increase of

1,50 a day and later scaling It down
to $1.10. Employers have offered
80 cents, he said. Pay now la
$10.40 a day for driven of semi-
trailers, $0.90 for ton and a half
trucks and $9.50 for ton and small-
er. He said that overtime pay la
sought for all work over 40 hours.
It now Is given only after 48 hours.
Fewer than a third of the men usu-
ally are called for more than 40
hours' work, Schlaht said.
