HE ngreed that the “Q. E D™ still had to be
written ofi the propoaition. Thereupon I inguired |

what would happen if the socialist government, |

fiaving Ineugurated widespread natlonalization,
found It wouldn't work. How would the country pull
out of that grave difficulty?

“We of course are confident that things will
work out all right," ahe replied. “However, the gov-
ernment I procesding slowly and with great caution
Nationallzation will not be allowed to extend to a
point which would cause disaster If it didnt work.
Actunlly, the program of nationalimation s sharply
restricted. (Qovernment spokesmen have indicated a
program aiming at approximately 20 per cent of
industry being natlonalised and the remaining 80
per cent being left to free enterprise.) There s no
intention of wholesale natiotialization, but, on the
contrury, private Initintive 15 to be encouraged. The
tme never will arrive when. if some part of the pro- |
gram should go wrong.
