Yel they came through the war safely, and lost
thelr lives on & vecreation irip in the peaceful fast-
neises of our mountains. Fate plays queer tricks.

Lets not underestimate the hazards in those
peaceful mountains, Each year the toll from hunt-
ing, Mahing, swimming, pleasure driving, and other
outdour recreation 5 Into sub inl statistics.
No warning csuld or should stop playing, but it is
well to play with a full knowledge of the rizks
ipvolved.

Our lakes, especinlly, take m high toll over the
years, They afford a great deal of pleasure, but they
are treacherous playgrounds. Those who use them
should prepare themselves at all times against
tragedy. That, of course, is the lesson that can be
salvaged out of the untimely deaths of two good
citiseny and war veterans on Odell lake last week-
end.

Stassen's Plon

F Mr, Stassen wants Lo export 10 per ceiit of this,

he hms = 810 billlon annual program, whlch
siagularly enough, is Jjust exactly the same slee as
Wallnce's. Indeed it Is ten times bigger, because Mr,
Stassen proposes to do (L each year for ten years,
The whaole Stassen cost then would be 3100 billlons
or approaching half the national debt. For this year
alone, It would mean we would give the world nearly
a third as much as the government expects to col-
lect for its budget in taxes from all the people. The
size of this project is 23 times the $400 million aid o
Greece and Turkey for one year only.

Without mentioning the amount, Stassen wants to
lend it senaibly to foreign nations for purchase of
olir goods. which incidentally are so scarce they
have run prices up skyhigh. This similarly un-
mentioned incldental of the plan s the maost Im-
portant part of It from our human standpoint. Un-
1 we get competition in goods, prices will not come
down, the senate survey says, But we are already
today exporting to the world at the same rate Stassen
proposes, Our exports are running $9% to $10 bil-
lion, which is 10 per cent of our national exportable
product. To add apother 10 per cent on top of it
before competition is restored would do something
further to American prices which Mr. Stassen had
better consider In campaign speeches to conaumers.

But all right, say we do it anyway after relief ex-
ports die down and we get competition. Lend $10
billion more to whom for what? Mr, Stassen says |
he would lend it to any nation but not especially
to those who call “communist” the loudest. All right. |
For what?

Mr. Stassen says we should not be expected to be
pald in dollars or manufactured goods because the
nations have neither. He says we should be pald
in raw materials. All right. what raw materinls? |
Name something. Mr., Stassen did not do this, HeI
could not possibly name raw materials of which we
need $10 billion more a year for ten yvears. If he
had named any farm products, he would need a
visa to get back into Iowa for another speech. He
barred manufactured goods. Raw materials, he u}s.'
Minerals, maybe? His campalgn would not go over
big in Montans, Nevada and the Western states If |
he d some of those. The truth is we do now
