Speed Urged
WASHINGTON, July 3 IIP) Presi-

dent Truman asked congress today
to give early consideration to legisla
tion enabling the United States to
approve the trusteeship agreement
lor pacific islands formerly man-
dated to Japan.

The agreement was approved
unanimously by the United Nations
security council last April 2.

In a separate statement, the
president said the pact provides that
the Marianas, Caroline, and. Mar-
shall islands shall be placed under
the international trusteeship, sys-
tem of the United Nations and ad-
ministered by the United States.

"On this occasion" he said, "I
should like to reaffirm what I have
said on- other occasions, that the
policy of the United States is to
support the United Nations with all
its resources as a permanent part-
nership; this policy has the support
of the majority of
the American people.

Farley said he never had any
doubt that Roosevelt made up his
mind to run long before and added:

"I am certain he had sold him-
self the Idea that he was the only
one qualified to servo during that
particular period of the nation's
history. Ho believed, I am sure,
that the world was in a terrible
plight and Jie hated to turn over the
reins of government to someone
else."
