Thnte of us who are affllrirtl with
a definite "feeling" of direction It
surely cannot be railed a "sense" of
direction, for we are often wrong-- are

sometimes terribly worried upon
arrival in a new place to find the
mm rising In the north or In some
other equally ridiculous ixMtlon. And
what Is worse, after one good look
at our surroundings even If w re-

main In the new location for a life-

time, we can never "get straight" but
are always "turned around" In feel-

ings although we hava learned which
direction Is which,

A university pnycholuglM ttatr
that questioning of his students con-
vinces him that about three-fourt-

of them have this difficulty of over-

coming feelings by reasoning; the
remainder when In a new place are
seemingly satisfied in feelings when
they learn the correct directions.
Maybe some animals or more likely
blids have a real sense of direction
as they feel It from the spin of Uie
earth.

This leads lo the question a to
what determines a true direction, as
tor example north. Some will say.
"It Is Uie direction the compass
needle points and Is thus determined
by the magnetism ot the earth." The
compass does point true north along
an Irregular line running about
through Marquette iMIch.i, Cincin-
nati, Knoxvllle and Savannah. West
of this line It points east of north,
the deviation becoming greater as
we approach the Pacific. At Seattle
It Is 23 degrees east of north.

North Is roughly defined as the
general direction of the earth's north
pole, But we cannot see this distant
mythical axis pole protruding from
the north end of the earth, As the
earth turns easlward around Its axis.
the shirs seem to move In the oppo-
site direction. At the general loca-

tion of the north star, all the stars
move In very small circles. At the
exact place among the distant stars
to which the earth's pole points,
