Instead of
declining, discrimination Is on the rise. Instead of

disappearing, bilateral agreements, swapping promises
of export licenses and setting up clearing accounts,
have been renewed and multiplied. And even in the
articles of agreement of the international monetary
fund, the charter for an international trade organlai-tlo- n,

and the general agreement on tariffs and trade
one finds exceptions that will permit restrlctlonlsm
and discrimination to survive. The most Important
of these exceptions are temporary; they are subject
to prescribed conditions; and they are surrounded by
careful safeguards. But they offer no assurance that
the conditions that govern the trade of the world will

shortly be set to rights. Indeed, before these condi-

tions get better it is even possible that they may
take a turn for the worse."

THE picture. We are exporting. In 1M7,
In goods and services. Goods exported

amount to more than (15.000.000.000 which ts

five times the amount exported before the war. Our
total Imports for 1947 amount to about J8.000.000.000.

Tills means that the world owes us $11,000,000,000 for
1947 which has to be paid for in goods or In dollars
or we give them what we export for nothing.

If. for a prolonged period, we find ourselves hold-

ing the bag for such huge sums, we shall have to
tax our people into poverty. No nation can afford
to give away its wealth or to pay its customers
to buy its goods. That, in effect, is precisely what
we propose to do under the Marshall plan:
we propose to pay Europe, possibly $5,000,000,000 a
year so that the Europeans can buy some American
goods.

The question is not hope and charity nor even
faith.

Probably no one knows more about the flora of
our area than does Mrs. Small. She has made the

study of plant life here, and the collection of specimens,
a major work as well as a hobby In the years she has
lived here. The collection given to the museum is,
carefully prepared and catalogued, and will be of in-

calculable benefit over the years.
On the occasion of one of our first meetings with

Mrs. Small many years ago, we asked her about a
wild shrub we had seen on a hillside which appeared
to us to have blossoms like the popular snowballs
seen in many domestic yards.

She could not tell us what we had seen, i?om our
meagre description, nnd we soon forgot the conversa-

tion. It must bare been a year later that we happened
to see Mrs. Small again. She immediately reported
that she had been searching for the shrub we had
told her about, and had been unable to find any such
plant We bad forgotten, but she had taken our tip
and immediately took up the trail of something new.

The result
is bilateral trade, that is. each deal stops with a
buyer-sell- er transaction and there are no margins for
settlement outside the transactions, except subsidies
from America.

This process, whether you understand it or not. cost
us pretty close to $11,000,000,000 in 1947. It may amount
to even more. And the American taxpayer pays for it
twice; once in taxes, and again in higher prices. Cut
away the oratory from the Marshal plan and all it
does is to give the customer the money he needs to
buy our goods for which he cannot pay.

In its earliest stages, cancer pro-

Pain is of
seldom a sign of beginning cancer.

In order to shorten the time be-
tween the development of symptoms
ana the start of medical care, the
American Cancer society urges the
public to act promptly in every in-
stance. Warning signs may result
from a serious condition.

Sores or ulcers caused by cancer
fail to heal because growth con-
