aocidents that have taken a toll of
life or caused injuries in this county this year, we
wollld probably find that virtually all of them should
be sttributed to driving mistakes and carelessness,
rather than to mechanical defects, bad roads, ar cther
eonditions beyond the contral of the operators of
automoblles.
The point made by the Poat article was that most
of us think we are better drivers than we are. It
polnted cut that most people assune driving responsi-
bilitles with a minimum of actual training for the job
—usually & few minutes spent with an experienced
driver is about all the leason we get before taking the
wheel. The rest of it we learn the hard way.

(This writer, for example, drove two miles in a
Mode! T with a couple of teen-age teachers. and then
took off on a transcontinental trip when he was only
14 years of age—the only person in the car who
could drive! He didn't know how to stop the car and
keep the motor running.)

There is & lot of danger in over-confidence about
our driving. It's & pretty good idea for all of us to
realize that we are fraught with human frailities,
that a little more humility is In order when we

We can extend to them the hand of friendship In
thelr deaperate need by offering to help them train a
new generation of technical experts to replace thelr
War-lost generation. On the basis of population,
