MANY VKTRIMNS IN
MKNTAL HOSPITALS '

Nearly 40 per cent of the Pacific
Northwest veterans remaining In
veterans administration hospitals
at the end of November were being
treated for mental disorders, the VA
has revealed.

The veterans administration
operates two neuroivsyehlalrlc hos-

pitals in this area, located at Amer-
ican Wash., and Roscburg,
Ore. There are 1418 veterans being
cared for at these two Institutions.

Seventeen hundred additional
veterans, at the end of November
were patients In five other special
and general VA hospitals In the
Northwest, while 681 were being
cared for In other government or
private hospitals under contract to
the VA.

Nearly all veterans are eligible to
receive care and treatment In VA
hospitals, but because of the pres.
ent shortage of beds, those whose
disabilities were caused or aggra-
vated by service with the armed
forces are given preference.

A veteran whose disability Ls not
d Is given care and

treatment In a VA hosnltal when a
bed Is available and when he can
not afford treatment at his own ex
pense in a private hasplial.
