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WASHINGTON, Feb. J The
national advisory council opposed
today any forced liquidation of

of assets held in this
country by citizens of European na-

tions which are in line for Marshall
plan aid.

Treasury Secretary Snyder said
the council had voted to turn ova-
te the alien property custodian !,
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100.000.000 on blocked assets. About
$:160.000.000 of this is held by French
citizens.

In a report. Snyder told the sen-

ate foreign relations committee the
council believes it would not be wise
"to force countries likely to receive
financial aid from the United
States to liquidate the private hold-

ings of their nationals as a condi-
tion to receiving such aid."

Such a course had been suggested
In debate on the recovery program

Snyder said the council, however,
favors aiding the governments con-

cerned in converting these holdings
into dollars to help them in their
international trade.

Snyder described the $4,300,000,000
as "free assets." which never had
been blocked during the war. He
said about S2.3O0.OO0.000 represents
holdings of British citizens.

The council is in the administra-
tion's top policy group of interna-
tional financial problems. It In-

cludes the secretaries of state,
treasury and commerce, and the
chairmen nf the federal reserve
board and the export-impo- rt bank.

The report came as congress ap-

peared to be getting ready to cut
$800,000,000 off the starting cost of
the Marshall plan. A fight to chop
off even more is possible.

Shanghai Riot
SHANGHAI, Feb. 2 VP) Two wo-

men workers were trampled to
death and a third was killed in a
three-stor- y fall today in rioting
punctuated by gunfire between 500
policemen and strikers among 7000
cotton mill workers.

Mora than 60 workers were in-

jured, many seriously. A dozen po-
licemen were hurt

Police, using tanks and riot cars,
brought about surrender of the
strikers who had barricaded
selves in the big Sung Sing cotton
mill. More than 300 workers were
arrested. The strikers began their
sitdown four days ago to enforce
demands for a New Year bonus of
two months' pay.

Officers fired into the rambling
three-stor- y building after seven po-
licemen had been seized and held
as hostages.

The strikers then dropped pieces
of iron machinery and stones on
the policemen, 10 of whom were in-
