¥alls todny (Friday, February 6
and ended Just at dusk in Seattle

My Klamath companion on the
journey is State Legislator Heury
Semon, the Henley potato farmer
who kiows the fore and aft of &
potato digger just as I do the port
and starboard sides of a typewiiter 4
—but not a lot about ships. An- all
other landlubber, Flavel Temple, a EPLEY
Portland holel man., joined us in tland, and 1
understand two or three other civillan citizens will
join our litile party tomorow moming before the Ajax
sails with us from Bangor.

The navy picked Henry and me up at Klamath Falls
this time. Commander Bert Creighton of Seattle naval
air public information office came with the two-
motored Beecheraft that put down on the Klamath
airport at noon. After lunch at the Pelican we took
off in brilliant sunshine, and found similarly perfect
weather all the way to Seattle.

The navy men wanted to go over Crater lake, 1 was
given the co-pilot's seat to direct the pllot to the
lake. I found it not so easy to crient one’s self in the
sky when one is accustomed to seelng everrthing from
the ground, but managed to spot the notch in the
mountains that led us right over the great caldera that
cradles Klamath's premler scenic attraction.

I stayed in the co-pilot spot all the way into Port-
land, with earphones adjusted to hear the burz, crackl
and talk that goes on in the air all the time. Shortly
after leaving Crater lake, we heard a pilot repart to
the tower at Medford that he believed his plane was on
fire, and asked thal there be a fire truck standing by
when he came into the Medford field. "He believes
there's & fire." said my pilot. “I think 1'd find out.” We
tried to keep tuned for further developments, but heard
nothing more of it. Over Redmond my pilot reported
his position, and again in the neighborhood of The
Dalles; where we turned westward to go down the
Columbia.

The white peaks are beautiful from the ground. but
even more awe-inspiring from the alr where you see
them at a different angle and see more of them at one
time, For a while we were looking at elght—Jtefferson,
Hood, St. Helen's, Adams, Rainler, and the Three
Sisters.

Fresh snow lay all over the northern part of the
Oregon route, From the ailr, the anow fields were
studded with eurions bumps or blisters which puszled
us and which we never quite figured out

At Portland municipal field we slipped gently down
on the runway, after trying vainly to contact the tower
there, The pllot finally asked someone else to relay
to the tower his intention to land on runway No. 11.
Nobody was in the way and we came In without inei-
dent, taking of with Mr. Temple and a new supply of
gusoline aboard.

The snow field and mountains of the Oregon leg of
the trip were beautiful, but even more impressive was
the ride through the gathering dusk into Seattle, Tt
was cloudy to the west and the sunset was terrific, out
there over the tiers of mountains and billows of purple

mist. Soon we were over a vast field of lights that |
was Tacoma, and beginning to lose altitude as we|
awung over big splashes of water and black land 1n|
the Puget Sound area

1 coulin't see olr feld as we cume over it in tllr[
dark, but knew we wWere due for e nding as we
banked sharply to the right. Back we came over the |
lake, and suddenly 1 saw, stralght ahead, the two rows
of brilliant lghts Uning our runway. They looked for »
moment s if they were vertical columns, and we were
entering & vast door, We entered, our wheels agaln
touchied the earth with hardly a bump, and in a few
maoments we were out of the plane and riding 1o the
bachelor officers’ quarters where we were put up in fine
accommodations for the night

The smoothness of the alr throughout the trip was

n matter for much comment, Whes 1 spoke about it to |
Commander Creighton, he held up s finger and sald: |

‘Editorially speaking, sir, what happened was that |
the navy saw the bumps before we got to them and |
went around them.”

That's good enough for me. 1 hope the navy doea as
well with Japanese mines and rough sens which may
lie ahead of us in our ense down the coast

OMETIME, somewhere, there must be a showdown

S between the big democratic majority of the United
Nations s the red minority comprising Russia and
her satellites, who thus far have hamstrung the peace
organization—and Korea may well furmish an eariy
important (f pot definitive? test

The position leading up to the present disorders in
Southern Karea is this: at the end of the late war the
hermit kingdom, as Korea was called, was ocoupted by
Russian troops in the northern half and by Americans
in the south, It was understood that thie aim should be
to cousolidate the two areas and hold free elections for |
establishment of an independent Korean government.

Instead of pursuing this policy, Russin sealed off the
narth from the south completely and communized the
Soviet section. At the same time red agents made an
Intensive drive to omganize communist coells In the |
south and hiave done their best to create unrest among
the people.

Peace in Far East

OREA, being » mighty atom strategically from the
Kn-.:!‘.:a:jr standpoint, is & pivotal point for peice in
the Far East. What more natural, then, than that the
UN genernl assembly finally sh send a commission
to Korea with instructions to hold elections throughout
the country — meaning both south and north. The
Soviet Ukraine declined a place on the commission.

Well, of course the Russians have refused to permit
this commission even to enter Northern Korea, Nut |
anly that, but a wave of sabotage and bloody political
disturbances, aimed at hampering the commission, his
swept the United States rone, and American soUrces
attribute this trouble to leftista

The commission now has reported I Iallure to the
UN little assemb which sits when the general as-
sembly sn't in session) and hax settled back to awalt
the decision. So now the big speculation is what line
the little assembly will take.

An American spokesman At Lake Success was quick
fo express the view that the correct procedure would
be to instruct the commission to carry on. that is, to
establish a government in Southern Korea with the
icea that the north should be brought in as soon as
possible,. That sounds lke horse-sense and nlso
breathes the urgency and determination with which
Secretary of State Marzhall himself advocated the
ereation of the commission by the general assembiy.

Powerful Weapon

HE old adage that half a loaf i» better than none

is particulariy apt as applied to Korea. For America
to abandon the Southern Koreans and let the bol-
shevists take them over not only would outrage justice
but would place in Russia's hands a powerful weapon
for military operations. It was Russlan influence in
Eorea back in 1904 which was the main immediate |
eause of the Russo-Japanese war, for Nippon maln-
tained that Korea was a “dagger pointing at her
heart”

With the half loaf the UN will have to be contented
until such tme as Russia has a change of heart, The
peace organization will at least have done all possible
to implement the vast majority of world opinion in
these trying times,
