When that demand was satisfied there were no takers for heavy offer-
ings.

Today's decline was a continuation of liquidation which started
February 4, and brokers said it was the result of lark of confidence
In present prices. Corn led other grains downward.

During the past week wheat has declined as much as 39 1 cents,
corn 34 14 cents and oats 15 cents, a bushel.
