These Days

HERE are always men, great and amall, who are
T certalny that they can do the impossible. You
Lave known them: the man who can run the banks
of the country differenily mnd better: the man who
can operate the United States Steel corporation better
than Ben Fairtess: the moan who vever lnughs when
he sees a play by George Hernard Shaw: he mian
who knows precisely how to manage the newspaper
you are now reading better than its publiaher, Among
the sintesmen, such & man rins his head Into a stone
wall of historie Tact

Such a man Is Bduard Benes, prosident of Caecho-
slovakia, who conceived the brilllant tdea of looking
both east and west simultaneousiy. This Janus-faced
policy was supposed to be the smartest ever concelved
wnd the Crechs have been inordinately proud of
their achiovement. It was designed to make it pos-
sible for Crechoplovakia 1o be a western nation while
at the same time (b was an eastern nutton,  Crecho-
slovakia was to have a free economy while st the
same time it permitted thelr own communists to select
the premier, to accelernte a communist propagandis
and to become what 18 called a majority parity, chang-

ing the freedom of Western European economles into
the slavery of Marxiam,

Tip-OH

HE first sign that the Ceechs had that they were
T not in control of thelr own nffairs wus when Jan
Masaryk at the San Francisco conference served as a
diplomatic valet to Molotov, That was the tip-off,
Masaryk & not s communist but he eould work with
them f it suited him. He is an opportuniss,

The second slgn was when Crechioslovakin wanted
to join the nations of Western Europe that were io
meet to consider the Marshall plan. Russia told
Crechoslovakin to stay away. And Czechoslovakia
stayed away, That was the second tip-off, and it was
an unmistakable one. Whether one is for or against
the Marshall plan, it has to be admitted that the
nations of Western Europe that met at Paris to set
up the program represented, together with Spain, all
that is left of what might be called western civillza-
tion in Europe. Caschos)’ Xis, which rightly be-
longed at the conference. was not present. Ceecho-
siovakia there and then became u part of the Russian
world.

Benes, at that point, could have appealed to the
United Nations to judge between him and Stalin,
between the right of a soverelgn nation tb form s
own forelgn policy, to determine its own economie
policy, without interference from outside. Stalin did |
interfere in the internal affairs of Crechoslovakia
and Benes took it. He probably thought he had an-
other trick up his sleeve. Maybe he thought that
Masaryk had ancther trick up his sleeve,
thought that he could outwit a steamroller that s
not to be resisted by speeches
