Most infections of human belngs
come from swallowing the eggs of
a tapeworm in food which has not
been cooked enough to destroy them.
When the kind of tapsworm s de-
termined, from examination of the
segments or eggs found in the feces,
appiropriate treaument can be begun.
This conaists of drugs, called “an-
thelmintics.” There are several of
these, some of which hsve been
used for centuries.

Identified By Head

‘The choice of the proper anthei-
mintic to use W difficult and the
first treatment s not always suc-
cesaful. Fortunately, the success of
the treatment can be checked by
finding the head of the parasite.
The cure s not complete untl the
head has been sepurated from the
intestinal wall to which it iy at-

Public Opinion Says Prices
To Go Down
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
