ROME. March 20 1P1 One per-

son was reported killed and 10

wounded near Naples yesterday
when communists fought young
government party members.

Violence also broke out tn Rome
and other parts of Italy as parties
speeded up their campaigning for
the April 18 election. Communism
Is the prime issue.

The fatal clash occurred as com-

munists reportedly tried to break
up a St. Joseph's Day parade of
Christian democratic party youths
at Castellamare Di Stabia south
of Naples. When police moved in
shots were fired. At least one po-

liceman was reported wounded.
In Rome fighting started yester-

day but riot squads restored order.
Leftists who had Just heard a
speech by Communist Leader Luigl
Longo dashed with moderate so-

cialists homeward bound from a

meeting. There were no casualties.
These incidents and reported dis-

orders the previous night In Paler-
mo marred the uneasy peace truce
agreed upon by Italy's leading po-

litical parties.

Draft Proposal
SPRINGFIELD, O., March 20 m

U. S. Senator Robert A. Taft de-

clared today that he would favor a
temporary selective draft If other
methods for obtaining armed serv-
ices manpower could be proved In-

adequate.
The senator. In his first public

speech since President Truman last
Wednesday called for universal
military training and a temporary
selective service, said of the armed
services' manpower needs:

"If It can be shown that there Is
no other way In which to get the
men necessary for the force deter-
mined to be essential for defense,
there seems no escape from setting
up temporarily the selective draft
machinery."
