Although Henry
Wallace and Harold Ickes were never among the
leadership of the republican party, they led a proces-
sion of republicans in office under Roosevelt. In
time. Mr. Roosevelt had four republicans In his cabi-
net: Wallace. Ickes. Stinison and Knox, with manyin other positions. During the war. this process wns
accelerated and magnified. Recently. Truman has
appointed some republicans, I suppose, more readilyto obtain senatorial confirmation.
