President Manuel Roxas Y Acuna
died last night at the U. S. Clark
field airbase, where he became ill
shortly after making a world broad

president, long an intermittent

victim of a heart ailment, was an-

nounced early today at Malacanan
palace, the presidential residence.

The announcement from the pres-
idential palace said Roxas died at
10:10 p. m. last night at the quarters
of MaJ. Gen. E. L. Eubank at Clark
field, where he had been taken when
he was stricken.

General Eubank commands the

Earlier, the palace had announced
that Roxas had suffered merely
from fatigue and was in no danger.

Judge Denies

Indian Plea
YAKIMA, April 15 UP) Confining

his decision to the coffer dam con-

struction only, Judge Sam M. Driver
this morning denied an Injunction
to the Yakima and Nez Perce In-

dians. The tribe had asked the in-

junction to halt work on McNary
dam in the Columbia river.

Judge Driver announced his deci-
sion was based on the reason that
damage to salmon fishing would not
be sufficient to warrant granting
the injunction. Judge Driver com-

mented upon the unanimity of opin-
ion that salmon fishing will become
a thing of the past, but qualified
this view by observing that the
question before the court was not
one of extinction of salmon or
hydroelectric construction. "That Is
political." he said. "The fishing
rights of the Indians Is the ques-
tion before the court."

State college, sociologist says crime
is? above the prewar rate in the
United Slates. Be attributed this to
-- the frustration and aggression
complex of people in our society."

The sociologist, W. A, Lunden. in
reporting today that, crimes com-

mitted in the nation last year were
above the prewar rate, added that
rape and aggravated assault lead
the list.

Lunden said federal bureau of in-

vestigation FBI figures indicate
the crime rate in farm areas may
be rapidly approaching the urban
crime rate throughout the nation.

''Only aggravated assault and rape
Increased in the cities between 1946

and 1947," Lunden said, "while in
the rural areas rape, aggravated
assault,1 breaking and entering and
larceny all Increased.''

Murder, robbery and auto thefts
were down in both rural and urban
areas in 1947 compared to 1946, he

Forgiveness Asked
For German Crimes

BERLIN. April 15 UP) Pope Plus
XII declared In aletter to German
Catholic leaders made public today
that the world should forgive and
forget Germany's war crimes and
help in this country's reconstruc-- .
tion.

The pope also deplored the expul-
sion of 12.000,000 Germans from the
former reich's eastern territories

"We are afraid history's judgment
of this unparalleled measure will
be a hard one," he said.

The pontiff said poverty-stricke- n

Oermany could recover "only with
strong help from the outside."

"Therefore," he added, "we shall
never weary of urging upon the
reason and conscience of the world
and its leading statesmen that the
fight against need in Germany and
other needy countries is the com-mo- n

duty of all who can afford to
aid."
