A bunlneMiinan recently anked,
"What la that brilliant alar In the
weal? I have never aeen anything
like It." A hotwewlfe. referring to
the tame object. Inquired, "What
can make It ao unuaunlly bright?"

Thli la the planet Venua, often
culled the twin alater of the earth
ftlnce the two are of almoat the aame
a'w. Braidea, at tlmea Venua cornea
nearer to u (within 26.000.000 mlleai
than any of the other regular plan-
ets At present It la 50.000,000 miles
dlntant but Is gradually coming
nearer. It will Increaae In apparent
size until May 18. when It will be
almost 20 per cent brighter than
now.

There are several reaaoiis for
Venus' great brilliance this spring.
II. relative proximity la one.

It now looks like a hnlf
moon, so presents considerable re-

flecting surface. Although It will be
nearest us late In June, It will be
considerably decreased In brightness
as H will then appear like a thin
crescent moon. On May 18. the
balance between distance and ap-

parent reflecting area will be at
maximum.

Another reason for brilliance Is
Venus' cloudy covering. It la con-

tinuously blanketed with dense
clouds, so that we never see the
surface. The sunlight reflecting
from the outside of these gives us
the same brilliant effect as do the
dnnllng. white "snow bank" cumu-
lus clouds that float here and there
In our terrestrial atmosphere on a
fine spring day. Viewed telescoplcal.
ly In the daytime, Venus appears
peiirly white.

There la still another reason for
the planet's unusual splendor tills
year. Once every 19 months the
relative positions of Venua and the
earth are such that Venus appears
fcr several months In the evening
sky fnr from the sun. The previous

"eastern elongation" oc-

curred In the autumn of 1M8. When
the elongations come In the fall,
the planet after sunset appears far
to the south of the sun Instead of
being almost over It as In the spring.
It may be the same apparent angu-
lar distance idegreesi from old Sol
on both occasions, but In the fall It
Is much nearer the horizon at sun-
