Launching into a colorful descrip-
ton of communists in his home state
of New York, Dewey declared that
he had been named "Public Enemy

No. 1" by the communists back

Washington to outlaw the commu-
nist party entirely, but Dewey put
himself squarely against such a law
as not only ungonstitutional and im-
moral but unworkabie,
