Adolescence Talks Needed

Somwhere around the age of 13,
Rirls reach n stage of thelr develop.
ment commonly called adolescence
This is, of rourse, n completely nor-
mal development which happens
cach year to mbout onie and a half
million girls In the U, 8.

When girls are instructed before
this time ns to what to expect and
are told that the changes which
occur- are n perfectly normal step
toward maturity, they should not be
disturbed. It is, therefore, quite
Impartant for the mother or a phy-
sician to discuss the beginning of
ndolesconce fully and frankly be
fore the definite al of it appear.

| Information concerning adoles-
cent changes should, of course, be
| glven in a completely matter-of-fact
way. A girl should be told that all
Elrls her age are going through the
same experience.
