Montana Hit

By Floods
HELENA. Mont., June i UP)

Flooding Montana rivers continued
so rise early today, fed by melt-

ing snow and rain clouds, which
'

dumped more than an inch of water
on mountainous Western Montana
yesterday.

Muddy water, which flooded thou-
sands of rich farm land in Western
Montana earlier, rose to such pro-

portions Friday night Acting Gov.
Ernest T. Eaton proclaimed that
part of the state "a disaster area."

"Unprecedented flood conditions
now exist in the drainage areas at
the headwaters of the Columbia,
Yellowstone and Missouri rivers in
Montana," he said.

Upper Columbia river basin
streams began flooding about three
weeks ago. The crop and property
damage was estimated at more than
11,000,000. No deaths were reported,
but scores of families were evacu-
ated from rural and city homes.
