This Deweyr denounced ns
laying the foundation for future trouble because it
would be an unjust peace. At the suggestion of
Cordell Hull secretary of state. Dewey appointed
John Foster Dulles to represent him in working
out polictes which would be acceptable to both
political parties and which would present to the
world a united front The results of these confer-
ences have been called the bipartisan foreign policy

HENEVER the bipartissan fereign policy was
W adhered to by the administration, it served
the country well John Foster Dulles and Senator
Arthur Vandenberg had a large volce in determining
policy at Dumbarton Oaks, at San Pranciswo and
at other International conferences, |

However, in other matters, outside of the interna-
tional conferences, there has been no bipartisan for-
eign palicy. The administration acted whelly on ‘ta
own and handed the republicans a completed situa-
tlon and demanded that there should be uneritieal |
cooperation. This was true of the Greek and
Chinese policies, the latter representing the most un-
necessary and disastrous fallure on the part of the
sdministration. The ERP policles, which the ad-
ministration tried to handle alone. were finally
shaped by the republicans In congress.

The situation then is that in some matters there
has been s bipartisan forelgn policy. while with
regard to others, the administration has acted on
its ownn. Whenever the bipartisan foreign policy was
pursued., the discussion and compromises led to a
wiser handling of the situation; whenever the ad-
ministration acted wholly on its own. it permitted
ftself to improvise, to act politically and to suffer
from such confusions as is exemplified by ita dancing
this way and that on the Palestine guestion

Senator Yandenberg has played an important role
in this development. He had been one of Mr
Roosevelts severest eritics. He fought for » just
peace.
