The hydroelectric commission or-

der said that th dam, 150 feet high,
would be too high for fish ladder,
ar.d that a hatchery would be the
only solution.

The fish commission haa opposed
building the dam, asserting It would
harm the Columbia river flahertel
and plans to rehabilitate them.

The hydroelectric comm aa I o a
aald:

The fish commission In Ha dis-

cretion la authorized to grant uch
a permit It the company builds a
hatchery and hatchery residence
constructed according to plana pre-

pared by the fish commission, and
conveys the land upon which the
buildings are located to the tut.

The hydroelectric commission also
advised the company It would have
to malnuin a steady flow of water
below the dam, asserting a fluctua-
tion of the water flow would en
danger human life and Injure young
f.Jh.

Both commercial and aporta fish
ermen opposed the dam. They failed
in their attempt to get th recent
legislature to block construction.
