Southern Califor-
nia, at the end of the war. had a limited supply
of natural gas and many industrial plants.

3 During this same postwar period, western
railroads began an intensive program of

from steam locomotives to Diesels. Thia
made good economic sense too. But it also meant
that railroad consumption of fuel oil dropped
from 126,000 barrels a day in 1945 to 57,000
barrels per day currently.

4 To compiled) matters further, more and
more people continue to move to the West So
more and more gasoline is needed to meet their
requirements.

6 We don't like unexpected expenditures any
more than anyone else.

controls the production of different

products; (2) the necessity for adequate profit
and adequate incentive for new capital. For
these two sources provide the money we contin-

ually require to keep our industrial equipment
up to the tasks which face it.

5. So Hi Industry is faced with a major change
in refining techniques. Several processes that
