There la precious little gallantry
In the way In which women work-
ers are being treated. The ILO says
the first squawk from men, who ap-

proved the Idea of equal pay for
equal work, came for a selfish rea-

son: they didn't seem to be wor-

ried whether women got the going
rate for a job: what they feared
waa that employers who found
women could do a job for less pay
would cut the pay of men on such
jobs.

Apparently women are proving
just as able as men on a wide va-

riety of new occupations. Reports
flowing In from the world to the ILO

back In World War I days.
Oddly enough, the place where

they seem to be making the most
marked inroads. In several nations,
is In the metal trades and light
engineering. At the same time. In
some lands their numbers are drop-
ping in the clothing Industry.

Today's shortages of goods are
working to the advantage of wom-
en who have to earn their own liv-

ing. ILO reports. Several govern-
ments are trying to draw more
women out of the home and into
Industry. Here are some of the
things that are happening to work-

ing women around the world, as the
ILO reports them:

In France
France has been hiring women
