The Hercules Powder company, a chemical firm with
headquarters in Wilmington, Del., has bought a part of
the old Kwauna Box property and will construct a pilot
plant there to further the study of the chemistry of
western woods.

Announcement of the purchase was made jointly
today by R. R. Macartney, general manager of Weyer-
haeuser Timber company at Klamath Falls, and A. E.
Forster, a director of Hercules. Weyerhaeuser bought tht

sprawling E w a u n a plant
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just a year ago.Old Ewauna The property being taken
over by Hercules covers
approximately 75 acres, the power
house, railroad sidings, water
tower, fire lines and a number of
small buildings. Negotiations had
been underway for four months.

us try. The company has been ex-

perimenting with western pine for
several years to unearth chemical
potentialities of pine and Its labora-

tory work has been encouraging
enough to warrant a heavy expendi-
ture of money here in the pine
country to carry the study further.

Heavy Blew
The discontinuance of lumber op-

erations by Ewauna a year age
struck a heavy blow at the lumber
payroll in this area and Weyerhaeu-
ser, rather than dismantling the
plant entirely and wiping It oft the
map, has been particularly Interest-
ed In getting some sort of operation
going there again.
