School Superintendent Hobart M.
Corning said last night the maga-
slne was barred because (he board
of education, which decides what
magaslnes may be turned loora In
the schools, hsdnt approved this
one.

1 Asked If the Washington school
system bars publications from other
governments. Corning aald he knew
of no such publications from other
governments arriving at tha
schools t.

At Columbus. Ohio, school Super-
intendent N. O. Fawcett aald all
six high schools had received the
magaslnes but all copies and all "So-

viet propaganda publications' are
being seiard.

Several Massachusetts schools
hsve reported retting the magaslne
and one. at Fall River, has told
the Russians to quit sending II.

The school heads teem to be tak-

ing a much sterner view of the
magsslne than the U. S. stale de-

partment which has received nu-

merous letters erfctng about It or
objecting to It.

The state department replies
there's no law here permitting the
government to suppress the Russian
publication. It adds thst, as a mat-
ter of policy, the U. 8. stands tor
a full and free International ex-

change of information.
The Rutalans dont share the

American government's belief In the
Importance of free exchange of In-

formation, as this will show:
This government distributes In

Russls every month a magazine
called "Ameriks." The U. S. gov-

ernment publishes "Ameriks" It's
written In Russian by Runuan-lan-gua-

experts employed by the
U. S. government here.

It contains stories about life In

America, aurh as the World Series
and the American capacity for hot
dogs.. But It contains no political
articles. The Russlsn government
eres to thst.

The pieces for "Ameriks" are
written here. Then, In unpublished
form, they are sent to Moscow for
spproval or disapproval of the Rus-

sian government. The Russians can
censor what the dont like.

Then the approved articles are re-

turned here, published In the maga-

zine, and "Amenka" Is rent to Mos-

cow tor distribution.
Although 'ht Russlsns censor

-- Ameriks." this government doesn't
censor the Russian Information
"Bulletin" distributed here.
