jority of 23 seat In the house of
common, a big edge In the 131

member lower chamber of parlia-
ment.

Early returns Saturday night In-

dicated the new government would
command a majority of only seven
to 11 votes, but the swing against
labor became more and mora pro-
nounced as counting neared an end.
