The United States is know to be
doing intensive development of
specialized atomic weapons for bat-
tlefield use. Officials, including
Secy, of the Army Frank Pace
and Army Chief of Staff Gen. J.
Lawton Collins, have referred pub-
licly to development effort toward
atomic artillery and guided mis-

siles.
Such weapons could be used In

situations like that in Korea, where
troops and supplies are concen-
trated In protected valleys, hard to
get at by conventional artillery
barrage or tactical air attack.
BATTLEFIELD

The series of atomic explosive
tests on the Nevada proving ground
last winter were believed to have
included tests of weapons designed
for tactical, battlefield use.

These weapons would be de
signed for producing maximum ef
fect by blast and radiation against
troops and equipment in a battle
zone. They, would not require the
mass destruction features required
for crushing a city in strategic
air attack.

Announcement of the new Soviet
test brought up again the question
of how many Russia now
has.

sion was made. He was due back
yesterday.

Except for the single opening
sentence saying another bomb has
been exploded within the Soviet
Union, the White House statement
Issued at direction of President
Truman contained no details.

The balance of the brief state-
ment was devoted to stressing
"again the necessity for that

enforceable international
control of atomic energy which the
United States and a large majority
of the members of the United Na-

tions support."
However, White House use of the

phrase "atomic bomb" was signi-
ficant. The president announced
two years ago on September 23,
1949 that evideice had been ob-

tained of an "atomic explosion."
He cautiously refrained from use
of the word "bomb." This time
the American scientists whose duty
it is to maintain constant vigil for
such things, apparently were sure
it was an actual bomb.
TRACES

Apparently evidence of the re-
lease of atomic energy into the up-
per atmosphere,' where traces are
picked up by delicate Instruments
even though the explosion may oc-

cur thousands of miles distant, was
fortified by an actual record of
the explosive shock. Congressional
a source said seismographic
record, like that used for earth-
quakes, was obtained and showed
the explosion v,9s "very succes-ful.- "

It appeared to have occurred
within the last few days.

And It was of the nuclear fission
type, not a hydrogen bomb explo
sion, it was explained in other au
thoritative quarters.

There was also some evidence
that the Russians had failed In
another atomic explosive test be-
fore the successful one announced
by the White House. Experts In a
position to know said there seemed
to be evidence that the first of
the two experimental bombs fiz-

zled, falling to produce an actual
detonation.

WASHINGTON, W President
Truman's order to government
agencies not to disclose "to po-

tential enemies information harm- -

rul to tlie security of the United
States'' is hardly more than a
week old. lie issued it September
25.

But already It is knee-dee- p in
controversy and explanations and
as time goes on it gets more tang- -

led. For example, some of the
White House explanations have had
to be

Ordinarily the defense and state
departments are the two big agen-
cies dealing in information which,
if divulged, might help Russia and
harm us. They have a security
aystem that is, arrangements for
seeping certain information secret.

What is perhaps less generally
known is that some other agencies,' which might not at first glance
seem to have dealings in security
problems at all, have and have had
for some time security programs
of their own.

"' Two examples are the agricul-
ture and commerce departments.
For instance: while the defense
department may be working out a

t. program ior Bacteriological war-- .'

tare, if that becomes necessary,
the agriculture department may
have a hand in that same program
ill u ai N jam atuuuuo md
concerned.
SYSTEM

To prevent public disclosure of
Information which its officials con-
sidered a matter of security, the
agriculture department as long as
18 months ago set up a security
system of its own and appointed
officials to handle it.

Which means: certain Informa-
tion in the agriculture department
is marked secret or confidential
and is not revealed to the public.

When he issued his order last
week, President Truman said it
provides "for the first time uni-
form standards for classifying and
protecting security information
throughout all the executive branch
of that government." That means
every government agency.

At the same time he warned that
his order prohibited government
employes from withholding any in-
formation which was
This didn't satisfy newspaper edi-
tors around the country.

The managing editors of Assoc-
iated Press newspapers were meet-
ing in San Francisco the day the
order came out. They, studied it
carefully and then condemned it ina resolution, calling it a "danger-ous instrument of suppression"which extends "the cloak of mill-tar- y

slipping a "secret" label on ma-
terial which isn't of a security
nature at all.

(No newsman, under the order,
could be punished for publishing
information obtained from a civil-
ian agency even though it was
marked secret.)
RESPONSIBLE

But yesterday Mr. Truman told
a news conference publishers have
a responsibility not to publish in-

formation which might help an
enemy even If it was cleared as
all right for publication by a gov-
ernment agency.

This spread confusion, for under
that reasoning how would anyone
ever know what was safe to publish
if he should have to hestiate to
publish what a qualified official
said he could publish?

The White House tried to clear
this up a little later by explaining
it would be all right to publishinformation obtained from an of-

ficial qualified to Judge its national
security value but should be very
careful using such information If
obtained from people not qualifiedto judge its security value.

But the White House failed to
explain how anyone was to judgewhether information came from
qualified officials or unqualifiedones.

And the president added a little
more confusion by saying he had
issued his September 25 order
after a survey by Yale university
showing "newspapers and slick
magazines" had published 95 per-cent of the nation's secrets. The
university had been asked by the
central intelligence agency to do
the Job.

But the way the president
phrased his statement it would
seem that the university researc-
hersIf they could tell 95 percentof the nation's secrets had been
revealed must have been let In
on all 100 percent of the nation's
secrets, a strange situation for out-
siders to be In.

Russia has exploded another
atomic bomb, coupled with
other developments at home and
abroad, raised anew today the
question whether atomic warfare
might flare in Korea.

There Russia's satellite troops and
United Nations forces are in stale-
mated battle; bitter fighting and
mounting casualties bring victory
no nearer for either side. Is resort
to atomic arms contemplated?
There are these facts:

1. White House announcement
that "another atomic bomb has re-

cently been exploded within the
Soviet Union" and that Russia,
despite pretensions that her atomic
energy program is only for peace-
ful purposes, "Is continuing to
make automlc weapons."

2. An assertion by Senator
member and

former chairman of the senate-hous- e

atomic committee, that pow-
erful new atomic weapons are
available for use in Korea; that
he favors using them; but that it
is a military decision.

3. The claim by Gen. Omar Brad-
ley, chairman of the joint chiefs
of staff, while on a Far East war
zone trip, that U. N. forces can
fight the war to a successful "mili-
tary conclusion" if truce talks fall
finally.
