Precious fire opol was discovered
in the valley around 1908 in the form
of casts of tree limbs or twigs ond
crack fillings in the petrified trees.
In 1919 a 17 ounce black opal wos
discovered, this stone, colled the
"Roeblmq Cpol", is now the property
of the Smithsonian Institution ond it
valued ot $250,000.

Numerous opal claims have been
filed in the volley, many by residents
of the Klomath Basin, and new finds
are made each vear. lorqely by o host
of amoteur rock collectors who spend
portions of their vocotion period
seorchinq the hills for colorful stone
to cut ond polish.
