The report sald there now are
almost &as many generals, admirals
and defense establishment elvilluns

stationed at the Pentagon and In
the general Washington area s
there were during world war twe
peak strength when the armed
forces were three and a half times
their present size.

In an accompanying letter to De.
fense Secy. Lovett, Chatrman Lvne |
don Johnson (D-Tex) called the
situation startling and asked for
recommendations o remedy it
There was no immediate comment

from the Pentagon.

The committee’s study showed
that last September 30 there were
381 general and fag officers and
91,081 defense establishment eivil:
ians stationed in the Washington |
area, On Apri , 1945—just be-
fore the end of the war in Eu-
rope—there were 397 genernl and
flag officers and 95.071 civilians,

“The high concentration of

Declaring the current [igures
give rise to some disturbing thought
the committee =aid:

“The armed farces of the United
States that defeated the Axis pow-
ers were approximately three and
A half times the size of our pres-
sent combined army, navy, air
force and marine corps. It is en-
tirely possible that In a major war
we would return to that strength.

“On that basis, would we have
to multiply our present staffs of
generals and admirals in Washin.
ton by three and a half?

Would we have to staff the Pen-
tagon with 1256 general and flag
officers? Would we have to iam
321,605 civillan employes into the
defense department bulldings in the
capital area?” |

In his letter to Lovett, Johnson
| sald he {inds it difficult to believe
that an administrative force as
large as the present one i5 nec-
essary, even though “war has be-|
come more complex.” The senator
mdded: |

“In some respects, It Is even|
more stariling to observe the large
numbers of army and alr force
colonels and alr force captlains and |
other high-mnking officers In
Washington who seem to have as
one of thelr principal assignments
acting as ‘messenger boys.'
