It was signed by Charles E.
Stricklin, slate engineer, and filed
at the county courthouse.

The water right is an old one,
dating back to June 22. 1911.

Originally it was granted to B.C.
Kerns and J. W. Kerns, and the
certificate was placed on file here
December 13. 1919. recorded on
Page 425, Vol. 1, book of water
rights certificates.

It granted the use for 40 years
of the use of a maximum of 55
cubic feet per second of Klamath
river for the purpose of deveopiniz
a theoretical loo-h- utilizing a fall
of 16 feet.
