Timber Peace
Effort Fails

PORTLAND l The Lumber
men's Industrial Relations Com-
mittee representing employers
of some 14,000 striking CIO Wood-
workers and union negotiators
lalled to reach agreement Friday
on a new contract.

A. E. Hnrtung. union president,
said the 175 employers wanted to
split the negqtiation sessions into
two divisions.

One group was to include em-
ployers who have no dispute with
the union on local issues. The other
would . negotiate its local Issues
along with regional dispute over
wages and other contract benefits.
LOCAL ISSUES

Walter Durham Jr., manager ot
the LIRC. said the union negotiat-
ing committee hnd failed to take
into consideration local strike
Issues.

Hnrtung snld the union took the
position that negotiations shoulri
all be carried on at a regional
level with local Issues being settled
in later discussions.

Hnrtung said the union rejected
nn offer to sign the same agree-
ment reached earlier with the Long
Bell Lumber Co. of Lonevlew.
Wash, and the Willamette Valley
upcrntors of Oregon.It provided for a 7 'A cent hourly
wage Increase, three additional
p.ild holidays, a Increase in
night differential and an Improved
vacation urogram.

Employes will continue to finance
Uie hcnlth and welfare program by
payroll deductions. Seven and a
half cents will be deducted for
ench hour of straight time nnd
compensated holiday and vacation
time, and li !a cents for each hour
of overtime.

No further meetings were sched
uled between the union and the
LIRC, but federal mediators
sought to arrange negotiating
meetings with . other employer
groups.

Britton Cets

Big Majority
Most of the local elections Fri

day went according to the script.
but there was one upset of some
proportions in the making.

However, the most surprising
feature of the primary was the
way In which James Murray (Red'
Britton shellacked three opponents
for the Democratic nomination lor
Sheriff.

Britton his held the office of
Sheriff .. by appointment since
March, and is seeking a term of
hiu own. He was opposed by
Frank Steele, city street superin
tendent. Wally Moss, one-tim-e Mer
rill officer and regular sporting
events referee, and M. O. (Tex)
Bonham, Weyerhaeuter Camp 4
woodsman who didn't make a
campaign and whose name ap
parently was on the ballot lust to
split up the vote.

Fifty-seve- n ol Klamath county's
77 precincts reporting complete
but unofficial tallies this morning
gave Britton 3445 Democratic votes
to 163 for Bonham, 461 for Moss
and 575 for Steele.

Britton carried every precinct
reporting.
OPPOSITION

He will be onriosed bv Demitv
Dale Mnltoon in the November
general election. Mattoon was un-

opposed and drew 3414 votes from
the 57 precincts.

Counting was very slow this elec
tion, complicated by the myriads
of party convention delegate candi-
dates. It may not be completed
today. The official canvass of votes
is to start Monday at the County
Clerk's office.

The local upset was in the
Democratic nomination for County
Assessor.

The 67 precincts of 77 put Tom
Hess ahead with 1701 votes, trailed
by Otis Metsker with 1514 and
Gene Loomis 1167.

Hess is a deoutv In the As
sessor's office under Metsker. The
vote so far is not complete
enough to make certain he gets
tne Demo nomination, but the win
ner wiU meet Arthur (Major)
Dickson in the general election.
Dickson apparently won the OOP
nomination from Austin Hayden,
getting 2393 votes to 1866 In the
07 precincts.

One other phase of the local
voting went slightly askew when
Sam Coon of Baker bested Giles
l . French of Moro for the Repub-
lican nomination to Congress from
Uie Oregon 2nd 'District. However.- -

Coon led the veteran French all
over the district. The local count
in 67 precincts was 221S for, Coon,
148S for French, and 785 for Lt.
Ernest Hinkle or The Dalies.

The Democratic nomination to
Congress apparently has been won
by John Q. Jones of La Grande.
He led Ben Musa of The Dalles

1202 to 1620 in Klamath County.
GOWEN AHEAD

Commissioner Ed Gowen ap
parently has won Republican

to that Job. lead-
ing Troy Cook 2594 to 1852. He will
fnce Marius Petersen in Novem
ber. Petersen apparently was best
ing Mike Williams of Fort Klam-
ath for the Demo nomination 2165
to 1772 through 57 precincts.

ty Sheriff that they believed a
plane had crashed in flames.
