But to me, it was the mnrker
of The American's grave which
told of Remy's care, It was the
twisted, warped propeller of his
pline, rearing up grotesquely and
like modern abstract sculpture in
the simple old graveyard,

And, painstakingly and amatenr-
Ishly Inscribed on ita glittering
metal, was his nnme and all other
information, including his  blood-
type, copled, lettter for letter, num-
ber for number, from ibe young
man's dog-tags, the only ldentificn-
tion they had.

My hostess, tears In her ayes
as she relived the story, told me
excitedly how the people hod hid-
den the propeller until the Ger-
mans lefl, and how one of them
had worked in secret to mark i,
As soon as the Germans left, they
had re-burled the boy among their
own people.
