Approximately 600 persons crowd-
ed Into Bundesralsaal chamber
of the upper house of the German
Parliament lo watch the

Germany.

There was little Jubilation over
the signing In Western Germany,
where all nine states of the West-
ern Federal Republic turned down
a government request to close
