The mardener who Is planting
carnations or nursing along a pansy
bed or pruning s dogwood tree this
spring is working on the same sort
of plants his  colonial  ancestora
grew iwo and three hundred years
ngo. This is revealed by the book,
“Plants of Coloninl Days: A Guide
to 160 Flowers, Shrubs and Trees
in the Gardens of Colonial Willlama-
burg.'" Written by botanist Ray-
mond L. Taylor, “'Plants of Colon.
Inl Days' has just been published
by Colonlal Williamsburg

Dr. Taylor lists the planits now
used as ornamentals in the gar-
dens of the reconstructed colonial
clly, These gardons were recroated
in thelr elghteenth century form
after painstaking research into the
types of plants then used,

Although todey's gardener: has
many more varleties of plants (o
choose from than his elghteenth
century forebenrs he still cultivates
more than three-fourths of the co-
loninl  favorites Dr. Taylor de-
soribes.  The nasturtiums, *he
French and African marigolds, the
daffodils, hyacinths, llnes, WWes af
the valley, tulins; magnolias and
snowballs that flourish outside ol
twentiethleentury homes are all di.
rect  descendants of plants  that
grew in elghteenth century gardens,

China aster. crocus and hollyhock
were tenderlv planted by the sel-
tlers in the new world as remind-
ets of home, Other plants, such as
blue phlox. columbine, flame nazal-

which Dr, Tavlor lsls are no long-
er wsupllv cultivated outside of re-
stored Willlamsburg. S8ome of these
like tvpes of roses, have been re-
