BOISE. Idaho Ml Bills before
Congress to authorise Hells Can
yon Dam would endanger exist-
ing and future water rights in

a Idaho and lead to federal instead
of state control of Snake river and
Its tributaries." says the Idaho Re-

clamation Association.

3. Conservation of watersheds
through adequate funds for resett-
ing the range, reforestation of tim-
ber lands, control of floods and
lire protection.

WASHINGTON (A A bill to
establish waterfowl areas in Cali
fornia was approved Friday by
a House Interior Subcommittee.

Anderson would provide
for additional wintering grounds
for ducks and geese on the Pacific
flyway under state and federal con
trol.

They would be set up under the
Central Valley. Reclamation Bu-

reau, which would supply at least
50,000-acr- e feet of vyater annuity
between sept, is anayune i, wncn
available, to privately owned grass
lands in the San Joaquin Valley
for fish and wildlife purposes at
the cost of no more than 1.50 an
acre foot.

Bakers Vote

Over Issue

Of Strike
SEATTLE I Striking- bakery

workers in Seattle and Spokane
vole baturday on employer offers
wliich could set a pattern for set-
tlement of the walk
out in four major Pacific North
west cities.

Frank Hoover, international rep-
resentative of the AFL Bakery and
Confectionary Workers' Union, said
Friday that officers of the striking
locals recommended acceptance of
the Spokane offer.

Negotiations proceeded Friday
in Tacoma and Portland, where
major wholesale bakeries are also
idie. While no management pro-
posals are under consideration
there, the Seattle-Spokan- e votes
are expected to provide a pattern
for possible settlement.

Hoover said the union's primary
demand for Saturdays and Sundays
off was not fully met in either the
Spokane or Seattle offers.

The Spokane proposal includes an
nt hourly wage increase and

a health and welfare program
which would cost employers $8.65
monthly for each employe.

No waee boost was included in
the Seattle proposal, wnere work-
ers are receiving the maximum
wage increase allowed under fed-

eral ceilings. The Seattle nlan calls
for an employer-pai- d health and
welfare program not exceeding
$4.40 a month, with an .6 monui-l- y

plan to go into effect within a
year.

French Lower
Boom On Reds

PARIS Wl France cracked
down hard again Saturday on the
Communists and Premier Antolne
Pinnv made It clear "this is no
experiment" but a new, tough pol
icy based on experience.

A short time after police and
national security teams staged new
raids on Communist-fron-t offices
in Paris and two other cities. Pinay
declared in a speech at Beaune
"it is necessary to reject the imi-

tation here of foreign experiments
which cannot be adapted to this
country, to its national tempera-
ment. . . "

In new raids on Communist
strongholds, police sought more
documents of the Communist party
in France.
