Up In Klamath

The Mayv 16 primary election cost
Klamath County $16,824—and possi-
| bly a little more
| A few of the election bills have
not been turned in to the County
Clerk’s office, although most have
been paid.

With 13,246 persons vollng,
cost per ballot 1o the counly Wwas
approximately $1.27. a little higher
than the average election cost o
| pASL years,

However, several factors conlrl-
bute to the increase. The pay of
election board workers was 75
cemts an hour this vear, compared
to 50 cents an hour previously, and
| election board costs, including pay.
meals and some transporiation.

The complete poll book was gone
over by addressograph machine
fust prior to the election, and Lhat
expense also added to the cost of |
the election. It should resull in
speedier handling of poll book work
and conseguently a saving of time
and money for future elections.
| The ballots this vear for the pri-
mary were exceptionally lengthy
and counting took longer than usu- |
al, Some counting boards nnrtﬂi
for 12 or 14 hours, contributing to |
higher costs, and the ballot print.
It nlso was more expensive than
for past elections.

However, more persons voled
May 16 than generally turn out for
a primary election in this county,
| and that tended to roiuce the per-
| ballot eost.

election notice printing. poll book
| printing and makeup, registration of
volers, extra clerical help. election
|board workers. meals, transports-
tion of election supolies, rental of
some polling places, setting up
booths and the official counting.
