It is sald that a person who be-l
comes seasick is first afrald he
is going to die and a Uttle later |
afrald he is not, |

This may be an exaggeration, |
but cerlainly no one who has had
a real experience with belng sea-
slek, ajrsick, or carsick, has any
pleasant memories of the occasion.

For purposes of this discussion
these experiences can be grouped
together and called motion sick-
ness, Although it is miserable, no
one ever dies of motion sickness,

Nevertheless, if this condition
could be prevented or relieved it
would not only save a lot of suf-|
fering, but in some cases would
bring about more Imporiant re-|
suits,

During the wur, for example,
many badly needed sallors and air- |
men were more or less put out of |
actlon because of seasickness or
airsickness,

Many people can adjust to the
mollon of ship, airplane, or car|
and get over it. Gaining *'sen legs,” |
it 1= called. But it is a real problem,

In one study of this subject from
Canada, it was reported that a se-
rious problem of alrsickness
existed during flying training, par-
tieularly during early tralning in
the elementary alr observer or
bombing and gunnery school
slages,

In this investigation, 825
were swung back and forth In dif-
ferent body positions. The fre-
auency of “airsickness’ symptoms
depended partly on the position of
ihe body when it was swung and
parlly en the way in which the
eyes could be used to keep s sense
of position,

It was concluded that the inner
ear was most Important but that
the eyes played a big part in mo-
tion sickness,

Many attempts have been made
to tind a drug which would pre-
vent or at least improve the symp-
toms of motlon sickness, Recently,
& drug called dramamine Tone of
the antihistamine family) has been
tried out with highly promising
results,

A study of seasickness and (he
use of this drug was conducted on
over 1300 goldiers traveling on an
ariy transport to Germany, Half
of the 485 men were given drama-
mine and the other half a nill which
looked like it,

Without going Inte the detaily
of the study (which have hean
oriliclzed), this drug prevented
seasickness in nll but fwo of 134
men and relieved the symptoms in
i‘mfthm who had becoms sea-
