And there isn't any doubt any
more about who gets the children
In divorce cases.

The seven members of Oregon's
Supreme court adopted those prin-
ciples and several others In deci
sions handed down during the
court's year which ended last
week.

During the past 12 months, the
court issued ISO opinions.

In the case of the woman who

left her husband and got her di-

vorce on ground of desertion, the
court called it "constructive deser-
tion." Chief Justice James T.
Brand wrote that a man can't beat
his wife up and then complain
about her leaving him.

The husband begged her to come
back to him, but said he still was
going to be the boss. The high court
said that offer wasn't very attrac-
tive, either.

The Supreme Court's price-fixin- g

opinion ruled unconstitutional
a 1945 law which allowed barbers
to establish minimum prices. It
ruled definitely that the Oregon
Legislature mustn't pass price --

fixing laws.
The case of the Indian fisherman

went all the way to the United
States Supreme Court, where the
Oregon court's decision was up-
held. The Indian trespassed on a
cannery's property to engage in
commercial turning, and he said
the old Indian treaties guaranteed
him fishing rights on the Columbia
River. The court said the treaties
don't apply to commercial fishing
rights.

The Harvard observatory an-

nouncement card, dated June 23,
1952, states that "A telegram from
Leslie Peltier of Delphos, Ohio, re-

ported his discovery ol a new com-
et." The position in the sky was
given. The comet was observed the
following night at the Lowell ob
servatory in Arizona. At the time
oi discovery, it was oi magnuuae
10, coniderably dimmer than could
be seen without optical aid.

This discussion has to do more
with the "discoverer" than with
the "discovery." Leslie Peltier
proved years ago that a lover of
the stars did not have to be a pro-
fessional astronomer in order to
make important discoveries and to
have his name well known over
the entire scientific world. Up to
1947 Peltier had discovered 10 com
ets and two novae. At that time
he was awarded an honorable de
gree of doctor of science by Bowl
ing oreen state university in omo
in recognition of his outstanding
work in astronomy over many
years.

Peltier was born at Delphos,
Ohio, Jan. 2, 1900, and seemingly
has remained there ever since. He
ts at present listed in American
Men of Science as a draitsman
and cost accountant of the Delphos
Bending Co. Earlier he was nn a
automobile mechanic. He is a
member of several scientmc so
cieties and has received many
awards for his- vnrlable star work
and comet discoveries. "

Our amateur astronomer has
done a great deal of his telescopic
work in nis tamers cornncia. tie- -

cause of his earlier work, a
refracting telescope was loaned
him by Princeton University in
1924 for work on variable stars.

firmation. With their powerful tele-

ily verified.
"Yes, he has done It again."

This was the remark of Dr. Shap-lc-

Harvard astronomer, when he
determined the object was a com-

et. But Peltier did not stop there.
He has done it again and again
many times. The term "amateur
astronomer" does not necessarily
denote lack of skill. "Amateur"
carries the same significance as it
does in athletics. It simply means
the individual concerned uses as-

tronomy as a hobby and not as
means of a living.
At this writing no predictions for

the future behavior of the latest
Peltier's comet are at hand.

Bed rent is,
needless to say, Important as are
the other measures like plenty of
fluids, which are used for any In-

fectious disease
Many hospitals are now well

equipped to handle patients
with polio. Much of this has been
made possible by the funds made
available to them through the
National Foundation for Infantile
Paralysis, to which so many genero-

us-hearted cltlaens throughout
the country havo contributed.

Thanks to this every victim of
polio who needs hospital or other
care for polio need not lack It
because of financial reasons,

Medical science - Is constantly
searching for new methods of
treatment. Several drugs are used
with moderate success. Although a
sure cure for all victims of the
disease has not been discovered,
proper treatment given early
enough osncs pain and lessens tho
chances of crippling complications.
