WASHINGTON l.fl The Civil
Service Commission Tuesday tdbk
away from the National Produc-
tion Authority (NPAl the right to
hire Its own workers because of
irregularities In selecting employeslast year.

It called for "corrective' action"
meaning dismissal or new as-

signmentsfor possibly more than
100 NPA employes. In some cases,
the commission said, veterans'
preference In hiring was Ignored.

The commission ruled that all
future NPA hiring must be refer-
red for prior approval to the De-
partment of Commerce, the parent
organization of the emergency
production agency.

Commerce Department and NPA
officials, questioned on the
charges, said thev will carrv nut
the commission's orders completelyana win cooperate tuny in matters
of hiring.

They did not deny that abuses
had occurred, but said they were
In 1951 when NPA was striving
to build a ataff quickly to deal
with a mushrooming load of work
in administering priority and al-
location controls.

Many of the Improper appoint-
ments, they said, were of y

consultants or commodity spe-
cialists In the "WAE" category-mean- ing,

paid only "when actually
employed."

In many of the latter cases the
one-ye- term of appointment has
expired, offlcaLs said, and the ap-
pointees have left the agency.

The unusual announcement by
the Civil Service Commission said
that 11 per cent of NPA's ap-
pointees above the salary level of
$3,410 a year were Ineligible for
their Jobs at the time they were
hired.

Inspection of NPA's personnel
actions, the commission said,
showed that the defense agency
took on workers who were not on
the civil service registers, while at
the same time rejecting all names
on the official lists of civil service
ellgibles.

The commission also found
NPA had in its files applications
of veterans qualified for positions
to which were ap-
pointed," the report continued.
