It
spread has resulted In a quaran-
tine being clamped on all of Cali-
fornia and parts of 1ft oilier stales.

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Disease Brings

Emergency
KANSAS CITY ( President

Truman disclosed Friday the pro-
clamation of state of emergency
growing out of the spread of the
nog aisease, vesicular examnema,
to It states.

The President's press secretary.
Joseph Short, said Secretary of
Agriculture Brannan Issued the
proclamation in Washington to
permit the Agriculture Department
to take measures for the eventual
eradication of the disease, lnclud.
ing some payments of indemnity
ior aiseasea animals.

Short made public a communl
cation from Brannan and the text
of the proclamation which followed
a long distance call Mr. Truman
made to the secretary of Agricul-
ture to go over the situation.

Brannan's report to the presi-
dent said the details of the emer
gency measures to be taken will
be announced by his department
' as rapidly as possible."

Brannan acted under a section of
a 1952 appropriation act and other
legislation providing for eradica-
tion of diseases in animals and
poultry.

' He authorized the use of appro-
priations available for a program
in 'cooperation with the states and
farm associations "to arrest and
eradicate the, disease wherever
found."

16.

He re
signed and the ensuing clamor
brought mass meetings, petitions
and finally reinstatement of Hunt
and resignation of the mayor and
all but two of the councilman.

The announcement said perma-
nent burial of Mrs. Peron might
be delayed for more than a vear
and that the bodv then would be
placed in a monument in the heart
of Buenos Aires.

The Dhrasihe indicated her re
mains would be placed in a glass
case.

The statement said Mrs. Per- -

nn's bodv will lie in state until
Aug. 10 15 days alter aeain
and then it will De removea irom
oublic view for one year after a
funeral service that day.

Credit Boom

WASHINGTON 11 The lifting
of controls on installment buying
last May 7 has pushed credit busi-

ness to a new high. The biggest
time payment boom was in autos.

The Federal Reserve Board an-

nounced Thursday that installment
buying during June Jumped 593

million dollars on top of a 447

million rise in May.
The total debt of installment buy-

ers on June 30 stood at 0,

better than the previous
record of 13.51O.0OO.0OO set dur-

ing the heavy Christmas buying
last December.

The big rush for automobiles was
attributed to fear that the steel
strike would make new cars hard
to get for a long time.

The Installment buying plus a
50 million dollar rise in

credit brought overall con-
sumer credit to $20,258,000,000. On-

ly last December's record of
was higher.

WASHINGTON Ifl Sen. Russell

B. Long of Louisiana Friday
pledged his support for the regular
Democratic presidential ticket but
said Republican nominee Dwlght
D. Eisenhower could crack the
Solid South.

"I like that (Democratic) ticket
and I'm going to be for it," Long
told a reporter.

Gov. Adlal Stevenson of Illinois
and Sen. John Sparkman of Ala-
bama head the ticket as nominees
lor president and vice president.

At the same time, Long, who
staked one of the dramatic Inci-

dents at the recent Chicago con-

vention, conceded that Republican
presidential nominee Dwlght D. Ei-
senhower "Is a formidable candi-
date all over the United Stales
and that includes the South."

Long was the second Dixie sen-
ator this week to announce for the
Slevenson-Sparkma- n ticket.

Sen. A. Willis Robertson of u

announced 'X'nursday that he
will "vote the straight Democratic
ticket next November" but was
critical of the present administra-
tion.

He said he will back the ticket
because he regards as a mere
gesture the Democratic platform
pledge to repeal the

act.
Robertson also contended that the

new platform civil rights stand "Is
less threatening to the Southern
viewpoint man tne 1B4B piank.'

The Virginian made It clear his
support for Stevenson and Spark-ma- n

did not mean he endorsed the
administration of President Tru
man.
