Moves Closer

NEW YORK l.f Businesa and
Industry advanced on the double
this week.

Production In the nation's fac
tones rose rapidly. The alow sum-
mer appeared over.

But aa Industry did more busi-

ness the economy moved ever
closer to new Inflationary spiral.

Prices took a larger bus from
the housewife's dollar. More work-
ers sought more money.

The government said
retail food prices were the highest
in the country' history. 14 per
cent higher than when the Korean
War began In June 1930.

Carpet companies raised their
prices. Some relrlaerator models
cost more. Some television receiv-
ers carried higher price tags.

Secretary of Commerce Sawver
noted Inflationary pressures, but
said they were gradual and not
drastic and "we have nothing to
fear."

The speed with which the econ-

omy has picked up during August
was discussed by the Federal Re
serve Board.

Overall Industrial production, the
board said, is estimated to have
recovered to about the May level
It placed the chief blame for a
July alump on the ateel atrlke.

The key Industrie! figures attest
ed to the rapid pick up. Several
were at or near 1053 highs.
