Nixon said:

resorted to tax paid facilities, free
government transportation, or I
might have put my wife on the
federal payroll, as did the Dem-
ocratic nominee for vice president.

"I did none of these. I prefer
to play completely fair with the
taxpayer."

Mitchell retorted:
"Sen Nixon knows this Is mor-

ally wrong. Oen. Elsenhower
knows this Is morally wrong The
American people know this Is mor-
ally wrong. By no standards of pub-
lic morals or of private morals
can such conduct be condoned or
explained away,"
