WASHINGTON lfl The United
States Is estimated to have borne
about 35 per cent of the battle
casualty load in Korea while sup
plying nearly hall of the United
Nations combat manpower en-

gaged in the Far Eastern conflict.
South Korea has suffered the

heaviest losses an estimated 61

per cent. The other IS United
Nations have borne the remaining
31 per cent.

No precise comparison between
American and other United Na-

tions figures of killed, wounded
and missing can be made for a
given date. The United States is
the only member of the Allied
fighting team that announces cas-
ualty figures regularly.

The American casualty total last
week stood at 131, 1M. The last
tabulation made from United Na
tions and foreign sources, on Aug.

Developments of the Communist

Parly Congress, inciuaing uie se-

lection of Us new Presidium an-

nounced Friday, tend to confirm
the Impression that the Malenkov
group, firmly In control, Is about
to enforce tlie strictest party dom-

ination over all phases ol Soviet
life.

The domination of Georgl Mnx- -
mlllanovlch Malenkov is evident
from at least two aspecia ol tne
new Presidium: The demotion 01

Alexel N. Kosygin from full Polit-
buro member to alternate Presi-
dium member, and the dropping of
Politburo member Andrei A. And-

reyev.
It la also plain that the breed ot

Communist epitomised by Malek-ko- v

with the accent on youth
holds the reins of the party, and
that these Communists are deter-
mined to guard this control jeal-
ously, particularly from any pos-aib-le

encroachments from Soviet
Army and Navy.

On the surface, the selection of a
Presidium with 25 members and
11 alternates to replace a

Politburo looks like a broaden-

ing of the base of the party leader-

ship. The likely purpose was strict-
er party control. Outside the top
rulers of the party, members of
the Presidium are either regional
party leaders or heads of minis-
tries or party sections.

The authority of the name of
Joseph Stalin still holds sway, but
there seems little question the Mal-
