MADRID l Few American
mothers want their sons to grow
up to be prize lighters.

But in Spain many mothers- -

particularly among the poor
loudly hope their utile mucnacnos
end up in the bull ring.

That Is one of the gieat dreams
of Spanish 'poor children.,

The dream is even stronger in
recent years than in the past as
the "take-hom- e pay" of the mata-
dor has soared tremendously.

A doren years or so ago the leadi-

ng- bull staboer might get oniy a
thousand doUars for ao engage-
ment which sounds like nice mon-

ey, but matadors, like brock layers,
don't work the year around.

Today the fast man with the
sword can pick up six thousand
dollars or more for show, and
even that fee has been doubled.

Visions of such fat fees in youth-
ful beads have created a new trif-
le hazard in the cities here. Am-

bitious young boys practice the bull
fighter's art by dodging among
passing taxis and cars.

There are three schools In Spain
which for a total fee of a hundred
pesetas about $2.50 will cive a
ztudent a certificate entitling him
to fight In any bull ring in this
country. ...

But the problem of these em
bryo fighters then is to find a pro
moter wining to gamoie a good
bull on him.

It tent Just matter of killing
the bull a visiting Iowa farmer
znight do that with a baseball bat.

The bull must be skewered in a
way to please the crowds. To the
fens bull fighting is more an art
form, like painting or sculpturing
death, than It Is a science.

7bey like best the battle be-
tween a brave man who takes
chances and the bull which attacks
incessantly until, after receiving
the aeadly sword shaft, he turns
his back to the arcana wall, kneels
and dies.

It also has to be fast, colorful
and neat. The crowd whistles a
ragged or cowardly performance
on the part of either man or bull

the Spanish equivalent of the
Bronx cheer.

"You have to see at least a hun-
dred bull fights before you even
begin to understand what It's all

centered in the urban areas.

It doesn't look reasonable,
does it?.

If we really favor local control,
and wish to halt this constant
trend to stale control oi schools,
then vole No. 331 X NO.

SCHOOL REORGANIZATION
KLAMATH FALLS A recent ar-ti-

In the Herald and News states
that the measure No. 330 makes
reorganization possible. It seeks to
make reorganization compulsory.
Few districts would care to suffer
the loss of state, funds which might
follow failure to comply, nor can
many districts stand the impact
of a quarter million dollars to be
spent by the state to force reor-
ganization In the desired state pat-
tern.

The measure In question has lit-
tle to justify a lavorable vote.
School districts are rapidly being
consolidated, voluntarily, and in a
democratic manner. Measure No.
320 represents "democracy In a
hurry." Whether desired by the
people of a district, or not, com-lian-

must be forced.
The Holy Report, which

this measure seeks to Implement,
finds in Its own survey as follows:
achievement tests do not give any
clear cut evidence of the superior-
ity of one type of District over
those of another. The report also
shows that Oregon's school chil-
dren rate wei: educationally with
those of neighboring states, further
It finds that Oregon parents are
In general pleased with the schools.
Then why all this fuss and hur
ry? In 1M1 the state of Washing..
ton enacted an almost Identical
law. Following wide spread dissat-
isfaction. It was repealed In 194a.

in general the rural sections as
represented by farm organizations
are not In favor of the measure.
Its support Is largely by the cities,
superintendents of large districts.
