14 Killed As

Holocaust
Hits Asylum

HUNTINGTON, W. V. Wl

Roaring flames and syrup thick
smoke killed 14 women and chil-
dren last night In' an old three-stor- y

building at the Huntington
State Hospital, a mental institu
tion.

Ten others seven patient and
three firemen were hospitalized.

Flames sprang from the base
ment of the building
shortly after 7 p.m. and spread
rapidly through the first and sec-
ond floors. Firemen had to bum
through thick wire mesh over the
windows with acetylene torches to
fight the blaze and rescue the ss

victims.
The dead ranged from

Ada Carger of Huntington, who
was burned to death, to little Lena
Wentz, 1L of Cabell County, one
of the five girls under 16

' who
smothered on ,the third floor. All
those who died were from West
Virginia. ,

The only hint to a cause for the
blaze came from a staff doctor
who refused to be Identified. He
said some patients, against strict
orders, sometimes slipped down
to the basement and smoked.

State officials Indicated they

After firemen managed to get
to the third floor where the chil-
dren were trapped, they wrapped
them in blankets and packed them
down the circular stairway on
their backs.

Klamath Has

Driest Fall
Klamath Fall currently is under-

going Its driest fall of recent years.
The U.S. Bureau of Reclamation,

which keeps the figures on the
weather locally, reports that less
than sn Inch .92 of precipitation
has been recorded here In Klam-
ath Falls since Oct. I.

The bureau's weather records
are kept on a "stream year" ba-

sis, dating from Oct. 1 through Uie
next 8cpt. 30.

Since the beginning of this
stream year Klamath Fall has had
Just .92 Inches of moisture in rain-
fall and water content ot snow,
the latter coming Nov. 14 at the
beginning of the current cold snap.
Some of the snow Is still on the
ground.

Normal precipitation here for
that period of time Is 554 Inches,
and the total for last year a wet
one was S.50 inches.

The precipitation figure for this
date In previous years was:

In 1950. 0:38 Inches; In 1949 (a
drv year) 1.11 Inches; 1948, 2.58
inches (Just about normal); and
1947 2.28 Inches.

Normal precipitation for sn en-
tire veer here Is approximately 13

inches, and the Klamath country Is
acutely dependent upon rain and
snowfall In the fall and winter
months to store up water for spring
and summer Irrigation.

The production of hydroelectric
power alio depends upon the nat-
ural flow of water, and the Cali-
fornia Oretron Power company re
cently announced that it anticipate-
d! no power shortage here de-

pendent on normal precipitation in
tne wateranea.
