Korea.

Together with the armored vest
the two garments will give protec-
tion to the entire torso.

The Army said the srmored
shorts resemble a priz fighter's
trunks and weigh only tour pounds.
The vest weighs eight pounds.

Specifically designed to protect
the hips, abdomen and groin, the
garment haa been tentatively des-
ignated "armor, lower torso."

It Is made of 13 layers of flexi-
ble, laminated nylon duck encased
in a water-resista- plastic layer
with an outer covering of nylon
fabric.

The vest, made of the same
materials, has been demonstrated
In Korea to deflect about 65 per
cent of all types of missiles and to
reduce chest and upper abdominal
wounds by sbout 60 per cent.
