The burden

of the mounting federal debt
which helps keep your tax bill

Is tackled Monday by a group
of economists.

Tliey say the 267 billion dollar
federal debt can't be retired com.
pletely within generations. Bui
they do think It can be whittled
down.
The group of University, business

and labor economists form a spec-
ial committee of the Twrntielh
Century Fund.'a founda-
tion lor economic research.

Their report is likely to touch
oft a debate among businessmen.

The committee holds that the
huge federal debt, If properly man-
aged, need not be (eared.

And the committee Imlsts that
the debt can be managed to main-
tain high employment and stable
prices.

Many businessmen. however.
think the federal government's
ouaget should be run like a family
Hves beyond Its means and con-
tinues to go further Into debt, Its
nnanciai luture can scarcely be
called healthy.

The committee does urse that
the federal debt be reduced. But
It warns agninst any "heroic debt
reduction" that, would threaten de-
flation of the price level.

Instead It suggests that Congress
direct the Treasury to adopt a pol-
icy of whittling down the debt three
per cent each year when unem-
ployment Is less than five per cent
of the labor force and when the
consumer price index hasn't fallen
more than one Per cent during the
preceding six months.

And it suggests "an automatic
10 per cent rise In the rat of
withholding tax when employment
Is high" as the way to get the
money to cut he debt a sug
gestion mat workers won t lind
very pleasant.

The committee feels, however.
that when employment la tailing
off and prices are skidding it's no
time to tinker with the debt, and
taxes should be cut.

Many businessmen will Question
the committee's idess chiefly
because of the underlying thesis
that a huge federal debt need not
be feared.

The business daily, the Wall
Street Journal, warns Monday ed
itorially agamst the "danter in
this idea that somehow debt la
a boon.

And It points out that "in ac
quiring the present debt we have
destroyed half the value ot the
people s money, robbed the people
ol their savings, . multiplied the
burden of taxes already beyond
the dreams of the most avaricious
tyrant."

The federal debt Isn't the only1
one worrying businessmen.

The total private debt of busi-

ness, agriculture and Industry has
now climbed even higher then the
federal debt.

The monthly review of the Na-
tional Association of Credit Men,
warns businessmen and Individuals
to take a cautious policy toward
taking on further obligations.

Its reasoning is that while In-

flation was gaining, debts taken on
at a sound dollar basis could be
paid off in cheaper dollari, giving
the debtor a break over the
