Th unity talks get under way
In an atmosphere hardly encour-
aging ucceu. neither Oeorge
Meany, president of the AFL, nor
Waller P. Reuther, CIO leader, haa
predicted merger any time soon.
Meany h aaid repeatedly the
odd r about M glnat a mer-
ger; Reuiher aaid yeaierday the
chance ar "very good" If both
organization negotiate on an "hon-
orable, conatructlv nd Intelligentbl." ,

But laxt month at th CIO United
Auto Worker convention, Reuther,
prealdent of that union, luued a
formal felement netting up four
