from Major General William
E. Bergin, US. Army, dated
5:09 a. m. Washington D. C,
April @1, reached Mr. and
Mrs. Elmer Martin, Tulelake
at 8:25 this morning, confirm:
ing an earlier Associatled
Press dispatch that their son,
Johnny had been “deliversd
by Communist forces fto
United Nations custody,” in
the weekend exchange of
prisoners of war at Panmun-
jom, They had previously
been notitied unofficially by

Associated Press late last
night.

Mr. and Mrs. Martin had
little to say today, except an
exprossion of thankfulness

that their son was at last back
in American hands. Neither
ever entertained any idoa that
23.year-old John would be
among thoss sent back to
United Nation lines.

None of the letters received
from him since Nov, 27, 1950,
date of canlura sver mention-
ed any illness. He has been
held at an undotermined
place, ""Camp 3" somewhere
in Korea,

The family has been be-
soiged todav with telephone
calls from all major papers of
the West Coast but they could
add little to the information
that came from the Army.

They are just marking time
until their eldest son comas
home.
